County or Six Nations. You must be enrolled in a qualifying post secondary 
program in Horticulture, Environmental Studies or related fields.

What does Brantford Horticultural Society ask of Scholarship Recipients?
The successful applicant will be asked to acknowledge receipt of the award and
provide a current photograph and a signed photo release form for publication 
in our Club newsletter and at a monthly meeting.

 Supply a current set of School Transcripts 20%
 Letter of recommendation 10%
 Essay 50%

1) How will your study of Horticulture (or related field) contribute to your 
immediate or long range career plans?
2) Why do you want to study Horticulture or related field?
3) Briefly describe your long and short term goals and how they relate 
to your current course of studies.
4) Where do you see yourself 10 years from now?  How do you hope to 
make an impact on those around you?
