Foliage Plant in a Pot

This Pilea peperomioides was given to
me nearly a year ago as a tiny specimen
- similar in size to the small plant in the
photo. The smaller plant is a clone from a@
root offshoot, of which there are many.
The ease of propagation leads people to
share this plant and thus, one of its
common names is "Friendship Plant". It is
also known as "Chinese Money Plant" or
"Pancake Plant".

Pilea peperomioides is native to southern
China and was not well-known until the
mid ‘80s; and not widely commercially
available until 10-15 years ago. It is a
member of the Nettle family and
endangered in its native habitat.
